locations. In order for this to take place, the
remote register has to have the c:/program
files/Micro$ale folder shared with Full Access
Sharing,and has a Windows user
account/password with administrator privileges for the system we are currently on. A good rule of
thumb is to create an identical user name and password on every system. It could be the name of
the restaurant, the dealer name, etc. Windows Embedded for POS (WEPQS) needs both a user
name AND password be created for every terminal. Blank/no passwords are not allowed in this
operating system. This process of browsing to and adding terminals must be followed for every
terminal using Micro$ale on the network. After ALL terminals have been added, the number of
users can be set to the proper amount.
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Next we will configure the system paths.
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Micro$ale would create (quickbooks export, etc.). This would identify the file as associated with

this location. A good example is to use the name of the restaurant. If nothing is entered here, any

export file will have the restaurant’s address (
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set to point at the terminal that would serve as the temporary server while the original server is

repaired, replaced, etc. This option also requires that the Sync Server program be set up outside of

Micro$ale. This is covered in the Sync Server setup guide on the Micro$ale website in the dealer
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terminal, but could be any other terminal. Once the remote terminal has been decided upon, click

“Save”. Then, each time this register’s cashier
will be copied into the remote (Transfer) terminal, and the audit on this terminal will then be
closed. This terminal can then be physically shut down. Its sales and financials will be added to
the Transfer Terminal for the main daily closeout, and the common path register will no longer
